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STUDYING SHORELINE CHANGE AT DUYEN HAI DISTRICT, TRA VINH

ABSTRACT

Duyen Hai is a coastal district, in the south of Tra Vinh province in the Mekong Delta.
For many years, the shoreline here has been continuously affected by both nature and man,
which strongly affect the life of residents as well as coastal resources. To provide practical
and scientific analysis and evaluation, the topic used multi-temporal remote sensing images
from 1989 to 2018. The analysis results showed that the shoreline of Dan Thanh commune
was most eroded with an average rate of 7.6 m/year and the shoreline of Dong Hai
commune was most accreted with an average rate of 12.9 m/year.
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
